e Hard Cap on class size of 55:1
o No physical education class will exceed 55 students.

e LAUSD must adhere to current education code regarding
physical education and provide:
o0 100 minutes/week for elementary school children and 200
minutes/week for secondary students.

o A certificated physical education instructor at every
elementary school
o In 2005 California adopted standards for physical education —
proper implementation of this standards based curriculum
requires the training and expertise of a certificated physical
educator.
